The experience was wonderful and reminded me that each of us comes to this 
wonderful hobby through a different door.  We might have started as small 
children with a train set around the Christmas tree, or as adults drawn to the 
hobby by our interest in model building, history, story telling, a particular 
prototype, or any number of other interests.  No matter which interest opened 
the door to model railroading for us, we each bring something different to this 
hobby.  We should each be sharing our unique perspectives with each other 
and be willing to embrace the perspectives of others.  Please take the time to 
talk with others and be willing to share your experiences.  Try something new.  
Try a new technique, go to a new kind of convention (Prototype Modelers, 
Regional National, special scale, etc.), open your layout to other members, 
volunteer in some way, or consider joining a club.  My point is that we can 
get so much more out of our beloved hobby by shaking up the status quo.  
So, get out there and “Shake it up, Baby now”!
